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Y our Headpointer is Compatible With Y our
Communication Device

Y ou have receved an opticd healpointer that is compatible with your communication device

If you use aLiberator, your headpointer looks like the headpointer in ill ustrations 1 on the fadng page.
Thefat, round end points toward the Liberator keyboard.

If you use aDeltaTalker, an AlphaTalker or AlphaTalkerIl,aLight Talkeror an IntroTalker, your
headpointer looks like the headpointer in ill ustrations 2, 3 and 4 on the fadng page. The longer, thin,
round end points toward the keyboard on your device,

Both kinds of headpointers can be mounted on either the headset or the headband

On the headset, the headpointer can be mounted either on one of the sides or on the top center. In
illustrations 2 and 3, the headpointer is mounted to the Sde of the tealset. Inill ustration 1it is mounted
on thetop.

Inillustration 4, the DelktaTalker, AlphaTalker, AlphaTalker I, Light Tdker, IntroTalker headpointer is
center-mounted horizontally on the headband. Y ou can also change the headband mount to a \erticd
one. Thisisexplained later.
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M ounting the Headpointer on the Headset

[llustration 1 opposite page 1 shows a Liberator headpointer mounted on the headset.

The DeltaTalker, AlphaTalker, AlphaTalker I, Light Tadker, IntroTaker headpointer mounts exacdly the
same way, except thelong, thin, round end of the headpointer points at the keyboard of your
communicaion device

Thetop picture on the fadng page showsthe wasembled headset mounting pieces. You can ®ethe
headset, a bradket, a clamp, a center mounting plate and mounting screw and a small cable-holder with a
screw and nut.

Side M ount
Find the brackd.

The bradket hasa screw at the sdeand at thetop. The sde srew attadhes to the sde of the headset and
the top screw attadhes to the clamp.

Attach the Bracket

Attach the bradket to the earpieceon either side of the headset. Placethe shaft of the screw that ison the
bottom side of the bradket into the hole that is designed for it on the eapiece(seeill ustration on fadng
page). Turnthe screw until it istight against thebracket. Later, you canloosen the crewa few turnsif
you want to rotatethebracket.

Attach the Clamp

There isa separate clamp that atacles to the top of thebracket. The damp hasa snal holein the top
where the screw in the top of the bradket fits. The clamp holds the hreadpointer. Placetheholein the
clamp over the top screw and tighten the screw. Seethe ill ustration on the fadng page. Oncethe damp
is attached to the screw, you can loosen the screw afew turnsto rotate the clamp (and headpointer), if
necessary.
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Center M ount

Y ou can also mount the readpointer on thecerter of the headset. (See heill ustration above.) To dothis
you will use the small center mount mounting plate and and the small mounting screw that are part of
your headset kit. Y ou will need a Philli ps screwdriver.

Find the small center mount mourting plate and the small black scew. The mounting plate hes two smdl
holesin it.

Placethe mounting plate over thefront meta band on the healset. (Y ou may hawe to useyour fingers to
pry the edges of themounting plate apart; or, you may be able tojust push it onto the headset so that
one side is above and one sde ke ow the metd band.) It doesn't matter which direction the mounting
plate faces. Placethe blac screw into the holes in the mounting platefrom the underside. The shaft of
the screw will now be poking up through the holesin the mounting plate.

Find the clamp. Placethe holein the clamp on top of the mounting screw. Using the Philli ps
screwdriver, tighten the bladk screw until the clamp and the mounting plate are seaure on the meal band.

Y ou can also attach the cable-holder now. Thecalde-holder is designed to work with the ceater-mourt.
It holds the cable and helps to removeany strain on the cable. It alsokeepsthe cable from hanging
awkwardly around the user's heal or face

Placethe headpointer cable in the holder then placethe cable-holder over the back hole in one of the
eapieces. Taketheremaining small screw, and, from the badk of the eapiece(the side that fits against
the heal), look for the spot where thereisa small pieceof rubber missng. Push the screw through the
hole in this spot. Pacethe smdl nut over theend of the screw and tighten the nut. Y ou cansee apicture
of the cable-holder in the picture on the fadng page
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Conneding the Cable

For DeltaTalker, AlphaTalker, AlphaTalker Il , Light Talker, IntroTalker

If you are using one of the communication devices listedabove, you must conned the cale that came
with your headpointing kit to your headpointer.

Plugthe end of thecalde that matchesthe anein the pcture (top ill ustration on fadng page) into the badk

of the headpointer. Plugthe other end of the cable aid in the @nnedor labeled either DUAL or
HEADPOINTER on your communication aid.

For the Liberator

The Liberator headpointer already hasthe cable dtached to it. Jug plugthe other end of the cale into
the connector marked INFRARED SENSOR on the left side panel of your Liberator.

Reommmendation

We recommend that you do not plugin the headpointer
until you have it completely set up for the person who will be using it.

Attach the Headpointer

For the DeltaTalker, AlphaTalker, AlphaTalker Il , Light Talker, IntroTalker

Position the headpointer so that it isfadng the keyboard of your communicaion device and snap the
headpointer into the clamp. Remember, the longer, thin, round end (the end that does not hawe thecale
coming from it) must point toward the keyboard.

For the Liberator

The Liberator headpointer has a small gray dot on the badk of the fat round end of the pointer. (See
bottom illustration on fadng page.) When you snap the headpointer into the clamp, thisdot must be
pointing toward the floor.

When the headpointer isin the clamp corredly, you will not bealle to see he dot unlessyou look
underneah the headpointer.

Reommmendation

We recommend that you do not plugin the headpointer
until you have it completely set up for the person who will be using it.
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M ounting the Headpointer on the Headband

Attach the Headpointer to the Center-M ounted Clamp

Y ou recaved a headband with a center mount dready onit (seeill ustration 4 opposte page Bnd on
fadng page). If you want to use it thisway, just lift up thehinge on the mount and snapthe headpointer
into the clamp.

Remember that either the long, thin, round end of the headpointer (DetaTaker, AlphaTdker,
AlphaTalker 11, Light Taker or IntroTaker) or the fat round end of the headpointer (Liberator) must
point toward the keyboard.

The cable can bethreaded through the deeve that covers part of the headband, or it canrest on the head
of the person using the healpointer.

Use the Velcro strap to loosen or tighten the headband. Y ou can position the headband so that the
headpointer isamost anywhere on the heal. Just remember that the pointing end of the headpointer
must facethe keyboard of the communication aid.

Y ou can remove the clamp and re-postionit by prying the two dud-lock squaresapart. Pull gently on
the dual-lock.

There isasmall metal circle on either side of the headband. Y ou can attach a chinstrap to these holders.

If You Are Using a Liberator H eadpointer

All of the diredions for attaching a Liberator headpointer are the same asabove excet that you must
remember to make sure the small gray dot on the headpointer is pointing down, or towardsthefloor,
when you snap the headpointer into place




Remove the horizontal mount by unscrewing the 2 screws from the back of the headband.

Placethe mounting plate verticaly over the two holes. Remove the 2 screws and rutsfrom the plastic
bag that came with your headband. Screw these screwsin from the back of the headband (so the shaft
of the screw is not againgt the user©s head). Placethenuts over theend of the screws and tighten them.

Placethe mount verticaly over the mounting plate. Screw the remaning 2 screwsinto the hole an ead
end of the mount. (Remember, put the rewsin from the kadk of the keadband.) Screw an acorn nut
over ead screw.




Changethe Horizontal M ount on the Headband
toaVertical Mount

If you prefer, you can chage thehorizonta mount on the readband to a verticad mount. Y ou will needa
common screwdriver to remove the flathead screws in the mount.

Y ou will remove the mount, turn the adater platefrom horizontd to verticd, attach the srews and then
replacethe mount verticaly on the adapter plate.

The pictures on the fadng page show how to change the mount.
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Replacethe Liberator Headpointer Cable

At some point you may have to replacethe cable in the Liberator Headpointer. The wiresmay become
frayed or disconneded, or for some other reason the readpointer may quit working. To order a
replacement cable, cdl the PRC Sales Department at 1-800-2621933and ask for part number 11115

When you receave your new cable, take your headpointer and turn it so that the dender end (the stem)is
facing you. Unscrew the bottom part of the stem (the part of the headpointer that thecale goesinto).

When the old cable is unscrewed from the headpointer, gently pull the cable wires out of the kad of the
headpointer until you seeasmadl white connedor. TheLiberator calde wires are attached to the bottom
of thisconnedor. Therest of the headpointing wires are attacted to the top of the connedor. Using
your fingernails, pull the very bottom part of the connecor away from the top part of the mnnedor.
(Seebottom illustration on fadng page) Thecale should now bedisconneded from the mnnedor.
Throw the old cable away.

Plug the white connector end of the rew cable into the placeon the readpointer connector whereyou just
disconneded the old cable.

The cable connedor only attaches to the headpointer connedor in oneway. If you try to push the two
ends together and they don©t conned, turn theable connedor over and try again. When the cable and
headpointer are connected, push the wiresbadk into the readpointer stem. Screw thebottom peceof the
headpointer bad onto the stem. Plug the other end of the cable into the Liberator.

Y our headpointer isnow realy to use.
